SGNP urges visitors to adhere to Leave No Trace Principles.

(These points are incorporated and suitably modified from those outlined by the Leave No Trace Center for Qutdoor Ethics, Boulder.)

1. Know Before You Go
e You are visting a National Park. Acquaint yourself with the rules and regulations thoroughly.
e Avoid moving in larger groups. Consider splitting into smaller groups.
e Carry minimum disposable items and bring back whatever you carry in.
e [For conducting any special programmes and events, other than casual Visits,
take all requisite permissions well in advance.

2. Stick To Roads/Trails and Designated Campsite
e Concentrate using existing roads and established trails only.
e \Walk single file in the middle of the trail, even when wet or muddy.
e SGNP has a functional tenting accommodation for overnight stays.

3. Dispose of Waste Properly
e Pack it in, pack it out. Pack out all trash, leftover food, litter and take it back with you.
e Use public toilet facilities and avoid urinating or defecating in the wild.
e | ittering in the national park is a punishable offence.

4. Leave It As You Find It
e Preserve the past: examine, but do not touch cultural or historic structures and artefacts.
e | eave rocks, plants and other natural objects as you find them.
e Avoid introducing or transporting non-native flora and fauna.
e Take only memories (and photographs) back with you.

9. Respect Wildlife
e Observe wildlife from a distance. Do not follow or approach any wild animal.
e Always give wild animals their right of way.
e Never feed wild animals. Feeding wild animals damages their health and alters natural behaviour.
It IS a punishable offence.
e Protect your snacks and other food items by storing them securely.

6. Be Careful With Fires
e |gniting fires or carrying inflammable items is punishable offence.
e Please report any incidence of fires to the nearest forest chowki or any uniformed forest personnel you see.

7. Be Considerate To Other Visitors
e Respect other visitors and protect the quality of their experience.
e Be courteous. Yield to other users on the trall.
e | et nature’s sounds prevail. Avoid loud voices and noises.
e Be alert, if you see anything not in order or any wrong doing by others, bring it to the notice of our
forest staff immediately.
